August Meeting Minutes 
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W ell members, could the Sedona Car Club 
of 2050  be listening to the unfrozen and 

reconstituted Tullys reminiscing about the good 
old days, bocce ball and early Fords...  Well, scary 
as it seems, ...I don’t think so.
